Despite my
lack of coolness in this regard, when my twenty-six-
year old invites me to watch a movie with her, | never
stop to question which movie, or if it is desperate
boredom that has driven her to look for a viewing part-
ner in me. | just count my blessings. It was thus how
| came to be watching Finding Nemo this last week-
end.

| cannot imagine you do not know the story: daddy
fish (Marlin) is very protective of his only surviving son
(Nemo), who is born with a disability (one fin shorter
than the other); one day, Nemo is taken by a diver
and placed in an aquarium in a dentist’s office; Marlin
sets off to rescue Nemo and finds one true friend
(Dory), many friendly others and several baddies
along the way; meanwhile Nemo is befriended as well
by a motley assortment of aquarium dwellers and one
moral pelican; everyone is reunited at the end and
they all live happily ever after on the Great Barrier
Reef. When Nemo is placed in the aquarium, he is
young, frightened and very aware of all the things he
cannot do. He has a disability; he has never ventured
beyond the coral; and his father had even kept him
home from school, so afraid he was that he would
come to some harm. Nemo’s friends decide they
must initiate him. They put on scary masks and cre-
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ate an illusion of a boiling plume of water through
which Nemo must swim in order to prove himself.
Nemo screws up his courage and passes the test. He
then goes on to brave things he would never have
dreamed he could do, freeing not only himself but his
friends from the aquarium.

At that point, my mind leapfrogged to a passage in a
book by Robert Bly, The Sibling Society. Bly talks
about the rites of passage in which primitive societies
engage in order to mark the transition between child-
hood and adulthood. He relates the story of one tribe,
whose male elders would take their male children, at
the age of puberty, into the forest for trials of strength
and endurance. They were difficult tests, to be sure,
but one of the most important parts of the ritual is that
when the young ones were led into the wilderness,
the women of the village would line the road, weep-
ing, pleading with the men to let (continued on p. 2)

the children stay, pulling at the boys. In short, making a tremendous
scene. Once the boys were out of sight, of course, the women would go
back to the village, laughing and congratulating each other on what good
actresses they were. They had to be — the boys had to believe them.
There had to be a wrenching, a struggle, and pain in order for these
boys to give birth to themselves as young men. It would not have
worked otherwise.

Sometimes | think civilization is not all it's cracked up to be. | worry that
the risk-taking behavior we see in some of our young people is their un-
conscious attempt to initiate themselves into adulthood. | worry that, for
my own children and for yours, we have not provided enough expecta-
tion that a person must work hard to earn what they get in life. | worry
that several generations of humans are growing up soft, when | imagine
the challenges of the future will require them to have backbones of tita-
nium and nerves of steel. | worry that we are sending them off into
chronological adulthood, untested, and without the sure, instinctual self-
confidence that only comes from having struggled mightily. It is with
those worries very present in my mind and heart that | address our soon-
to-be graduates every year on the morning of commencement day. |
talk to them of rites of passage, of challenge and of rituals. |tell them
that their graduation is a ritual that marks one of the very few rites of
passage left to most of us. | ask them to preserve the solemnity of the
occasion, for the simple reason that it has to be solemn to count. And it
is imperative that it count, on so many more levels than just so that they
receive a diploma. | believe they understand — their behavior at gradua-
tion has attested to that — but when | speak with them, they are always
giddy with excitement and fear of the future, so | also know that their ac-
quiescence to my request may be more of a mark of their respect for me
and for you than an indication they have fully grasped my meaning. My
hope is that my words will find enough resonance that they will recall
them from time to time in the future, when they are faced with tests of
strength and endurance, or when they have their own children whom
they will have to find a way to initiate.

| leave the speech-making to others on graduation night, certain they
would rather hear from their classmates than me, but if | were to address
them, | might tell them this: Do not fear life’s challenges; use the hard
times instead as the fire in which you forge your wisdom, your self-
confidence, your courage. Look at the pain you will inevitably suffer, as
all humans do, as lessons to help you evolve your very best self. Listen
for messages everywhere, as they are there if you are open to them. In
a book. In a conversation. In a song. In a kids’ movie. And, when all
else fails, just keep swimming.

Underage Drinking in Homes Is
Dangerous for Kids AND Parents

There is an increasing trend in the United States to
enforce legal consequences for parents who provide
alcohol in their homes to underage drinkers.

Many states have passed “social-host liability laws.”
These laws target adults who serve underage drink-
ers in their homes to criminal prosecution or induce
potentially costly lawsuits.

There are some parents who believe adolescent con-
sumption of alcohol is okay if it is monitored in the
home. There are some parents who drink with their
teens or allow them to drink on special occasions.
There are some parents who believe drinking alcohol
is; ‘just something kids go through in high school’ and
as long as itisn’t a ‘harder drug’ it's okay. All of this

information and parental modeling sends a mixed and
confusing message to kids.

It is important that parents set clear boundaries
around alcohol and other drugs. Alcohol is not a right
of passage for adolescents: it is illegal. It is also one
of the most damaging drugs adolescents can put into
their bodies as it affects every single functioning sys-
tem in the body. Current research indicates that ado-
lescents who begin using by age fifteen are four times
as likely to develop alcohol or other drug dependence.
Behind nicotine use, alcohol leads as the most
abused drug by adolescents with marijuana following
closely behind. Remember: experimental use of
any substance is only 2 -3 times, beyond that it is
considered substance abuse.

College Preparatory Testing Options and Practice Exams

If you are the parent of an incoming sophomore or junior you may not yet know the distinctions between each
of the standardized college admissions testing options. These are briefly summarized below along with prac-
tice test options we offer through the RHS PTSA. Of course, your guidance counselors can provide more de-
tailed explanation and information also regarding these testing options.

First is the PSAT/NMSQT, cosponsored by the College Board and the National Merit Scholarship Corpora-

tion (NMSC), offered once/year in October. Tenth graders can take this as practice but the PSAT is gener-

ally geared toward the eleventh grade testers, who are eligible for possible scholarships from the NMSC, the
National Hispanic Recognition Program, National Scholarship Service and the Telluride Association.

The SAT, also sponsored by the College Board, is a widely accepted college entrance exam measuring stu-
dents’ critical reading skills, math problem solving skills, and writing skills including an essay portion. This
test takes 3 hours and 45 minutes and has a maximum score of 2400, with each section scoring a maximum
of 800 points. For additional information, go to www.collegeboard.com.

The ACT is also widely accepted at most U.S. colleges, but differs from the SAT in that it consists of four sec-
tions: English, math, reading, and science reasoning, in a 3 hour format. There is an optional writing essay
for which the student must register separately. The essay adds 30 minutes to total test time. Each section of
the test scores up to 36 points, and the scores are averaged to create an overall score from 1—36. More in-
formation is available at www.act.org.

At Redmond High, the PTSA offers a practice SAT (called the Mock SAT ) twice a year. The Mock SAT can
be taken to help prepare your student for the official SAT test, and is an actual SAT exam used in a previous
year. The format for conducting the test mimics the real test so the student understands what they need to
bring to the test, can practice the timing of the different sections, and experience the question material under
pressure. The Mock SAT scores are not distributed to anyone other than the student. Two weeks after tak-
ing the practice test, there will be a Score Back session to interpret the results, focusing on improving skills
and raising scores.

The PTSA also offers a practice ACT exam twice per year at RHS. For this Practice ACT , the student will
only have to register once for both the exam and the essay. The test scores are not distributed to anyone
other than the student. Like the Mock SAT, the format

for conducting this test will be the same as the actual Test Date
exam so it is great preparation for the students.

Students will notice that the ACT testing format and

strategies are somewhat different than those for the
SAT. Your student may want to try each test to deter-
mine which is more comfortable for him or her, and
which is more suited to his or her skills.
