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 Dear Parents: 
 

My husband is fond of saying that one of the keys to a 
good life is ñeverything in moderation.ò  Heôs also fond 
of saying this to me at the end of a week in which I 
have logged sixty hours by Wednesday evening.  He 
is familiar with the snarl he gets in response and 
knows how to interpret it correctly:  I know heôs right, 
but I would die before I admit it to him at that precise 
moment.  And, he should go away and leave me in 
peace to feel self-righteous about how hard I work.  

Something like that. 
 

When I am not the subject, I am much better at recog-
nizing instances in which this adage is not being prac-
ticed.  While this may not be very well received by 
some of you, I would like to point out the extreme dis-
equilibrium I see on a daily basis when I watch stu-
dents who feel compelled to take four and five Ad-
vanced Placement courses at a time, be a varsity ath-
lete of three sports, serve as officer of four clubs, do 
community service and hold down a part time job.  
They are clearly miracle children, for they must not 
sleep, I doubt they eat, and the jury is still out on how 
many breaths per minute they can squeeze in.  While 
they may not be sleeping, eating or breathing, what 
most of them absolutely are is stressed to the point of 
collapse.  Oh, they hide it well.  If you ask them how 
they are managing, they will invariably tell you itôs 
hard, but theyôre on top of it, that they can withstand 
this kind of pressure in order to be admitted to the Ivy 
League college they, or their parents, want for them.  
Many times, our students will tell you that their par-
ents are not the ones who are putting pressure on 
them; that they are the ones who are choosing this for 
themselves because otherwise other students would 

see them as ñslackers.ò 

While the example I have given above is only a tad bit 

exaggerated and applies to many of our students, I 
would be remiss if I did not also mention that EVERY 
studentôs life, in my opinion, is more stressful than the 
one I led when I was their age.  By virtue of living with 
more people, more noise, more uncertainty, more pol-
lution, more technology, more expectations, more ac-
cess to information which makes us more afraid, . . . 
our students, no matter their course of study or their 
extracurricular activities, already lead stress-filled 
lives.  So, for me, it is even more worrisome when 
students choose to add more layers onto that already 

potent mixture. 
 

So, here are some thoughts about course selection in 
particular.  But first, a caveat.  I am the principal of a 
high-performing high school.  I am very proud of Red-
mond High School.  I am a strong advocate for rigor in 
every studentôs academic experience.  I support our 

Advanced Placement programs and the teachers who

teach them.  Please do not interpret my remarks below to be in any way 

a disparagement of any of those things. 
 

Colleges and universities are money-making institutions, their non-profit 
status and refined public relations campaigns notwithstanding.  As 
budgets get tighter, more and more of them are choosing not to award 
credit for studentsô scores on AP tests.  Some of them (UW, for exam-
ple) are requiring students to take an English Composition class in the 
freshman year regardless of their having taken AP Composition and AP 
Literature in high school.  It is political, and it is fiscally prudent for the 

universities, however unfair and nonsensical it may be from our end. 
 

Some Ivy League colleges have still refused admission to students who 
have 4.0 GPAôs, four and five AP courses a year, etc., etc.  I do not 
know why, but I do wonder if there is some concern about burn-out at 
the college level for those students.  After all, how long can a human 
being keep this up before hitting a wall?  Colleges do not want students 

who will have a nervous breakdown on their campuses. 
 

The advantage to a student, in terms of preparation for success (that is, 
completion of at least a BA or BS degree) in college, diminishes after 
the first two AP classes.  Up to that point, credible studies have shown 
that there is a huge difference in retention/degree completion between 
students who have had no AP or AP-like courses in high school and 
those who have one (retention goes from 50% to 78%) and two or more 
(retention from 50% to 99%) AP-like courses.  While it is understand-
able that parents and students are concerned about getting into col-
lege, there should be at least equal emphasis on preparing students to 

stay in college. 
 

The colleges who make their admissions selections carefully, looking at 
multiple points of data, are very clear they want students who have 
demonstrated a strong interest in a particular content and a strong com-
mitment to things about which they are passionate.  They do not want 
padded resumes; they do not want students who have been successful 
at college-level (AP) classes in every content area but at a cost to their 
mental and physical health; they want students who know how to bal-

ance their lives. 
 

Remember that Advanced Placement is designed to be college-level 
curriculum and expectations.  It would be unheard of for the vast major-
ity of students in college to take more than three courses at a time.  
Most of those courses do not meet on a daily basis.  When a student 
takes more than even one AP course at a time in high school, it is as if 

they were taking a double load in college.

You know your own student much better than I do, of 
course.   A few of our students are geniuses and 
could easily be successful taking six or seven AP 
courses a semester.  Many, many of our students are 
very bright and could be successful taking two or 
three AP courses per semester.  Some of our stu-
dents should challenge themselves by attempting at 
least one AP course before they graduate.  Which-
ever is the category in which your student fits, these 

are the recommendations I would make to him/her: 

 

Be honest with yourself.  Take a look at the things 
you do that fulfill you.  Take a look at your 
family structure and needs.  Take a look at 
your physical needs (how many hours of sleep 
you need ï most adolescents need more than 
eight a night!)  Figure out how many very de-
manding classes you can fit into your life 
WITHOUT sacrificing any of these other fac-
tors. 

 

Analyze your strengths.  Play to those strengths if 
you find you have to limit the number of de-
manding classes you take (see recommenda-
tion #1.) 

 

Do your homework.  Do extensive research into 
colleges and universities throughout the world.  
Look at their strengths and weaknesses.  Do 
recommendations #1 and #2 first and then 

look for colleges that match you.  Ivy League 
colleges provide very good educations it is 
true, but so do many other colleges; the sali-
ent difference is in the name.  Ask yourself if 
that is the most important factor to you. 

 

Whatever courses you choose, ultimately it is, and 
always will be, up to you to get the most out of 
them.  If the course does not provide enough 
challenge, talk with the teacher, yes, but do 
not be completely dependent on the teacher to 
provide you with challenge.  Provide it for 
yourself.  It is a great lesson to learn now, 
since you will undoubtedly encounter this 
situation again and again in life, starting soon 
after high school when you find yourself sitting 
through that required college course you 
swear you had already in your three years with 
us. 

 
I am certain there are other recommendations I could 
add, but if you are by any chance sharing this with 
your student, I want to stop before that cartoon bubble 
containing ñblah-blah-blahò appears above their 

heads.  I hate it when that happens.

MOVING-UP ASSEMBLY - Monday, June 14 th at 
9:35am  in the RHS Gym. This assembly is a celebra-
tion to honor seniors for academic, athletic and ASB 

awards. 

GRADUATION REHEARSAL - Tuesday, June 15 th.  
The rehearsal will be in the RHS Gym at 7:30am.   
Please remind your seniors that the rehearsal is man-

datory  in order to participate in graduation.  

GRADUATION CEREMONY - We are committed to 
presenting a first-class commencement program at 
Key Arena in Seattle Tuesday, June 15 th at 8:00pm .  

RHS is the third of three schools to graduate at Key 
Arena on Tuesday, June 15th.  RHS guests will not be 

admitted into Key Arena until the doors open at 7pm.   

In order to participate in the commencement program, 

students will need to follow these procedures: 

¶ Dress : Boys must wear shirts with collars. Ties 

are recommended. Girls should wear a dress, skirt or 
nice slacks.  Students will not be allowed to alter or 
add to the graduation caps or gowns. No leis are per-

mitted to be worn. 

¶ Behavior : Since the graduation exercises serve a

Grades and Spring  

As the days get warmer, many of our students find their thoughts turning to summer activities.  Seniors espe-
cially often have a difficult time keeping themselves on track.  Please remind your student that the school year 
is not quite over yet and they still have plenty of work to do!   Use Webgrader to keep up with your studentôs 
progress, and if you have specific concerns do contact your studentôs teachers to see how they can improve 
before the end of the year.

Summer months are almost here and 
many kids will have endless hours of 
free time.

Due to 
lack of structure, this is the time of year that kids re-
port an increase in substance use/abuse and other 

risky behaviors.   

 

Encourage kids to have a plan for the summer. Ask 
them how they plan to spend their time; examples 
might be: volunteering, working, attending sports 
camps or participating in athletics.  Some kids be-

come nannies for younger children.   

 

Unsupervised adolescents are more likely to engage 
in risky behaviors.  Know where your kids are, who 
their friends are, have them check in on a regular ba-
sis, be aware of the signs and symptoms of sub-

stance abuse and keep the lines of communication 

open. 

 

Be clear about your family rules; what is/isnôt accept-
able. Hold kids accountable for unacceptable behav-
iors. To ignore it sends the message that what they 

are doing is okay. 

 

Parents are the most important influence on kids 
when it comes to alcohol and other drugs. Two thirds 
of kids surveyed say that losing parent respect is one 
of the main reasons they choose not to use sub-

Science teacher Mike Town of the RHS  Environmental Science program recently received the 

great honor of being awarded the first ever ñGreen Prize in Public Educationò from the National 

Environmental Education Foundation.

Students gathered data about the carbon footprint of each class, then deter-

mined ways in which to reduce it.  Through infrastructure changes and the studentsô work, RHS 

has saved over $30,000/year in electricity and waste costs and reduced their carbon dioxide 

emissions by over 200,000 pounds.   

Out of the forty programs nominated, a national panel of judges unanimously chose Mr. Town for 

this national recognition and the $25,000 prize.  In addition,  the NEA awarded a $1000 donation 

to our RHS Help Fund.
